Background:

The proposed CSO Basin 12 Control Facility is part of the overall CSO program
intended to bring the frequency of combined sewer discharge to the Spokane River into
compliance with State regulations. The proposed CSO tank will be 700,000 gallons and
approximately 250-feet long by 50-feet wide and will be on City owned property on an
unused relatively flat area at the top of “Doomsday Hill” on the east side of Pettet Drive
When construction is complete, the site will be restored with dryland grasses and
boulders except for a small paved parking area accessible to Sewer Department
vehicles only.

Also part of the project is a sewer main from the proposed CSO tank down Pettet Drive
to an existing river outfall pipe just west of the TJ Meenach Bridge. Pettet Drive along
this reach is 40-feet wide, significantly wider than is required for a two lane road. This
stretch is also the path of the Centennial Trail. Because of the current road/sidewalk
configuration, Centennial Trail pedestrians must walk on a 5-foot sidewalk which is not
on the river (i.e. view) side of the road and bike users use painted bike lanes. The
proposed project will narrow the road to 24-feet and construct a 14-foot shared use path
(similar to a majority of the rest of the Centennial Trail) along the river side of the road.

Public Impact:

Pettet Drive between Belt Avenue and TJ Meenach Drive will be closed during
construction and a signed detour will be installed. The Pettet Drive closure will be
scheduled such that Bloomsday is not affected.

Action:

Information is provided for Council consideration. The Engineer's Estimate for this
project is $9.8M. The project will be advertised at the end of January and a
recommendation for award forwarded to Council after bids have opened.

This project is funded with a State Revolving Fund (SRF) loan and a DOE Stormwater

Grant.

Subject

On behalf of the Community Housing and Human Services Board, recommends funding
the identified agencies to implement this Homeless Outreach project. This project will
support an integrated system of housing assistance that supports Spokane’s Strategic
Plan to End Homelessness through innovated practices that limit barriers to entry and
focus on permanent housing options for clients.

Background

The HHOS RFP provided an opportunity for agencies to apply for a newly created
Homeless Outreach Project. Three agencies applied but the applications did not meet
the program model needed for this project so the Review and Evaluation Committee did
not recommend any of the applications for funding.

The goal of this targeted outreach projects is to create a streamline process that will:
identify unsheltered individuals who are not connected with existing services; engage
those individuals; connect them to appropriate housing resources within and outside of
the homeless system and; continue to support them until an appropriate hand off is
available.

CHHS staffed worked with stakeholders to develop an outreach project that will provide
an innovative, targeted approach that will identify and house this unsheltered
population.

Impact:

This implementation of this project will address a current gap in the homeless service
delivery system. Unsheltered individuals with long periods of homelessness will be
connected to housing and services. The impact on the individuals served and the
community will be substantial.

Action:
The CHHS Department asks that the CHHS board approve funding SNAP and Frontier

Behavioral Health to implement this project and allow CHHS to contact with these two
agencies in the amount of $293,336 for the contract period 3/1/16- 2/28/18.

Spokane’s 2015 Strategic Plan to End Homelessness was written with the vision that no one should be without a safe, stable
place to call home. As directed by state and federal funders, the Spokane Continuum of Care has prioritized homeless
services based on vulnerability and longest histories of homelessness.

Vision

Addressing the gaps in the existing homeless service delivery system to ensure households are connected to the resources
to end their homelessness; provide intensive case management services to unsheltered, chronically homeless households,
with the goal of getting them into permanent housing.

Project Objective

Identify unsheltered households, who are not connected with existing services; engage those households in services; using
housing first methodologies, connect the households to appropriate housing resources, within and outside of the homeless
system; continue to support the households until an appropriate service hand off is available.

Target Population
The target population for this outreach project is unsheltered, chronically homeless households who are not currently
engaging in the homeless system.

Problem Statement

Many of the unsheltered population who are not connected to existing resources are not accessing housing or are unable to
navigate the housing process without additional support. To maintain a service delivery system where households are
prioritized by greatest need, the community needs additional resources to engage and support those households through
the process of ending their homelessness. While effective outreach is already occurring in varying capacities in our
community, the target populations of the outreach teams are limited to the specific funder requirements, leaving a gap of
unsheltered households being connected to housing focused resources.

Project Description:

The Outreach Project will have two components: collaboration with existing outreach and housing resources and providing
intensive support services for fewer households to ensure long term stabilization. The outreach team will be made up of
1.84 FTE, including 1.7 FTE of case management and .14 FTE of administration. The team will be a partnership between
SNAP and Frontier Behavioral Health to provide cross disciplinary housing focused outreach to unsheltered households.

Coordination Component:
The outreach team will coordinate with other community outreach teams, existing systems of care and community
resources to facilitate the process of quickly connecting unsheltered persons resources and housing.
Description of expectations related to coordination:
=  Develop coordinated process for receiving referrals from community partners
= Weekly team meeting to include the SNAP outreach worker, SNAP Supervisor, FBH outreach worker, FBH

supervisor

= Attend and participate on the Singles Homeless Coordinated Assessments Housing Placement Workgroup
=  Facilitate a monthly Community Collaborator Meeting

= Work with the City CHHS Department to track project and system outcomes

Direct Service Component:

The outreach team will maintain an active caseload of 20 households who are unsheltered at the point of engagement and
experiencing chronic homelessness. The outreach team will work collaboratively to understand the needs of the household
and connect them with the resources they need to end their homelessness.

Support services will be client-centered and team-based and delivered through a multi-agency team approach. The team
approach will consist of identified resources and supports that will meet on a regular basis to assess efficacy of plan, identify
new barriers, update strategies and interventions, and determine steps. The team will actively seek out participation from
the client’s natural supports to promote resiliency. Support services will be individualized, culturally relevant and without
precondition. The core elements of outreach; Engagement; Assessing; Teaming; Housing Planning and Implementation;
Monitoring and Adapting; and Transition will be used in direct service delivery. During the Transition phase Critical Time
Intervention, an evidenced based model for individuals with mental illness, will be utilized when appropriate.

The team will incorporate the following chronic homeless outreach principles in all aspects of service delivery:

= |ndividual Voice and Choice: Individual voice, choice and preferences are intentionally elicited and prioritized
during all phases of the process, including planning, delivery, transition and evaluation of services.

= Team-Based: Services and supports are planned and delivered through a multi-agency/resource, community
collaborative teaming approach. Team members/representatives from different resources are chosen by the
individual and connected to them through natural, community and formal support and service relationships. The
team works together to develop and implement a housing plan to address unmet needs and work toward the goal
of housing and stability.

= Natural Supports: The team actively seeks out and encourages the full participation of team members drawn from
the individual’s networks of interpersonal and community relationships (e.g. friends, community and faith-based
organizations). The plan reflects activities and support that draw on the sources of natural support to promote
recovery and stability.

=  Collaboration: The team responds effectively to the needs of multi-system individuals including individuals with
legal barriers, developmental disabilities, substance abuse, medical and mental health needs.

=  Culturally Relevant: Services are culturally relevant and provided with respect for the values, preferences, beliefs,
culture and identity of the participant and their community.

Individualized: Services, strategies and supports are individualized and tailored to the unique strengths and needs
of each individual. They are altered when necessary to meet the changing need and housing goals or in response to
poor outcomes.

Strengths-Based: Services and supports are planned and delivered in manner that identifies, builds on and
enhances the capabilities, knowledge, skills and assets of the individual, community and collaborating team
members.

Outcome-Based: Based on the individual’s needs and vision, the team develops goals and strategies, ties them to
observable indicators or success, monitors progress in terms of these indicators, and revises the plan accordingly.
Services and supports are persistent and flexible so as to overcome setbacks and achieve their intended housing
goals and outcomes. Safety, stability and permanency are priorities.

Background

The WTE facility houses two 400-ton per day water wall boiler trains. Waste is fed into
the boilers through a dedicated feed chute for each boiler. Once inside the boiler, the
MSW is pushed down a series of transverse reciprocating grates by the Ram Feeder.
The System Control Panel (SCP) controls the Ram Feeder and Grates. The WTE was
built in 1989, and the SCP was replaced once in the 1990’s and now is in need of
replacement again.

On August 26, 2015, the City issued Request for Qualifications #4169-15 seeking
services for a qualified engineer to design and install the SCP for the boiler ram feeders
and grates at the WTE. Three statements of qualifications were received on September
5, 2015. Of those, H2E, Incorporated, was determined to be the most qualified
respondent.

H2E completed the installation of the SCP in December 2015, but some of the
commissioning is not yet complete. This contract extension will allow for the completion
of the commissioning on this project.

ORDINANCE NO. C35362

An ordinance relating to the multi-family tax exemption in the City of Spokane;
amending section 08.15.030 of the Spokane Municipal Code.

NOW THEREFORE, the City of Spokane does ordain:

Section 1. That section 08.15.030 of the Spokane Municipal Code is amended to
read as follows:

Section 08.15.030 Residential Targeted Areas — Criteria — Designation

A. Following notice and public hearing as prescribed in RCW 84.14.040, the council
may designate one or more residential targeted areas, upon a finding by the
council in its sole discretion that the residential targeted area meets the following
criteria:

1. The residential targeted area is within an urban center.

2. The residential targeted area lacks sufficient available, desirable, and
convenient residential housing, including affordable housing, to meet the
needs of the public who would be likely to live in the urban center if
affordable, desirable, attractive, and livable residences were available;
and

3. Providing additional housing opportunity, including affordable housing, in
the residential targeted area will assist in achieving one or more of the
following purposes:

a. Encourage increased residential opportunities within the City,
including mixed-income and affordable housing opportunities; or

b. Stimulate the construction of new multifamily housing; or

c. Encourage the rehabilitation of existing vacant and underutilized
buildings for multifamily housing.

B. In designating a residential targeted area, the council may also consider other
factors, including whether:

1. additional housing, including affordable housing units, in the residential
targeted area will attract and maintain an increase in the number of
permanent residents;

2. an increased permanent residential population in the residential targeted
area will help to achieve the planning goals mandated by the Growth
Management Act under chapter 36.70A RCW, as implemented through
the City’s current and future comprehensive plans;

3. encouraging additional housing in the residential targeted area is
consistent with public transportation plans; or

4. additional housing may contribute to revitalization of a distressed
neighborhood or area within the City.



C. At any time the council may, by ordinance, in its sole discretion, amend or
rescind the designation of a residential targeted area pursuant to the same
procedural requirements as set forth in this chapter for original designation.

D. The following areas, as shown in Attachment A, are designated as residential
targeted areas under this chapter:

Downtown

University District

South University District

Kendall Yards

Monroe Corridor

Lower Division Corridor

Hamilton/Nevada Corridor

East Sprague

Lower South Hill

E. If a part of any legal lot is within a designated residential targeted area as shown
in Attachment A, then the entire lot shall be deemed to lie within such residential
targeted area. The areas designated as residential targeted areas are bound by
the streets described above. Property located outside of, but adjacent to, the
described areas is not designated as residential targeted areas.

ORDINANCE NO. C35367

AN ORDINANCE relating to the regulation of for-hire vehicles at the Spokane Airport;
and amending section 12.03.0508 of the Spokane Municipal Code.

The City of Spokane does ordain:
Section 1. That SMC section 12.03.0508 is amended to read as follows:
Section 12.03.0508 For-hire Vehicles at Spokane International Airport

Operators of for-hire vehicles are required to comply with all Spokane International Airport
ground transportation regulations and other terms and conditions as the Spokane Airport Board
shall prescribe. No person shall operate any vehicle for hire to or from the airport unless such
operation is with the approval of the Spokane Airport Board ((airpert-board)) ((and-under)) as
evidenced by an approved operating agreement setting forth such terms and conditions as the
((airpert-beard)) Spokane Airport Board shall prescribe. Such terms include the following:

A. Licensing and Certification of For-Hire Vehicles at Spokane International Airport

1) No person may own, operate, use, or drive a for-hire vehicle at the Spokane
International Airport unless such person maintains a valid for-hire driver’s license as
required in Chapter 10.34.120 SMC.

2) No person may own, operate, use, or drive a for-hire vehicle at the Spokane
International Airport unless such person possesses a valid for-hire vehicle license,
insurance binder, and relevant inspection certificates as required in SMC 10.34.030.

3) Failure to comply with any of the regulations for licensing and certification of for-hire
vehicles at the Spokane International Airport shall be punishable as a misdemeanor.

B. Regulations for Operation of For-Hire Vehicles at Spokane International Airport

1) Operators of for-hire vehicles shall pick-up and drop-off passengers only at designated
locations of the airport. (See Attached map.)

2) No operator of any for-hire vehicle shall park or occupy any cellphone lot, hotel parking
lot or other prohibited or posted area.

3) Use of an airport transponder or equivalent device shall be in compliance with use as
prescribed by the Spokane Airport Board.

4) Operators of for-hires vehicle shall adhere to requirements pertaining to trade dress as
established by the Spokane Airport Board.

5) Failure to comply with any of the regulations for operation of for-hire vehicles at the
Spokane International Airport shall be punishable as a misdemeanor.
