
La constitution des États-Unis vous donne des droits :
• Si un agent d’immigration frappe chez vous, N’OUVREZ 
PAS LA PORTE.
• Si un agent d’immigration essaie de vous parler, NE 
REPONDEZ PAS A SES QUESTIONS. Vous avez le droit 
de garder le silence.
• NE SIGNEZ RIEN sans avoir d’abord consulté un avocat. 
Vous avez le droit de parler à un avocat.
• Si vous êtes à l’extérieur, demandez à l’agent d’immigration 
si vous pouvez partir librement, et si l’agent vous dit oui, 
partez calmement.
• DONNEZ CETTE CARTE À L’AGENT. Si vous êtes chez 
vous, montrez-lui la carte à la fenêtre ou glissez-la sous la 
porte.

I do not wish to speak with you, answer your questions, 
or sign or hand you any documents based on my 5th 
Amendment rights under the United States Constitution.
I do not give you permission to enter my home based 
on my 4th Amendment rights under the United States 
Constitution unless you have a warrant to enter, signed 
by a judge or magistrate with my name on it that you slide 
under the door.
I do not give you permission to search any of my 
belongings based on my 4th Amendment rights.
I choose to exercise my constitutional rights.
These cards are available to citizens and noncitizens alike.
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To print at home, use heavy weight paper, or card 
stock. Cut out the cards along the dotted lines. If 
you’re unable to print on both sides, you can simply 
fold on the center line to make a 2-sided card.

If you use a professional printer, we suggest you 
print 2-sided cards with white text on red card stock 
with rounded corners.
