ORDINANCE NO. C36848

An ordinance relating to Worker’s Licenses, Building Contractor and Workers, and Mechanical
Contractor - Apprentices set forth Spokane Municipal Code, amending SMC 17G.010.200, SMC 08.02.0204
and SMC 10.29.032.

Section 1 of 3. That SMC section 17G.010.200 be amended to read as follows:
Section 17G.010.200 Application for Worker’s License

A. State Licenses, Permits, Certificates.

1. Electricians and electrical apprentices are certificated by the Washington State Department of Labor
and Industries under chapter 19.28 RCW.

2. Persons engaged in the craft of installing, altering, repairing, and renovating potable water systems
and liquid waste systems within a building, either as a journeyman plumber or specialty plumber, must
have a certificate issued by the Washington State Department of Labor and Industries, as provided
in chapter 18.106 RCW.

B. Boiler Operators’ and Boiler Inspectors’ Licenses.
1. An applicant for a license under the boiler and pressure vessel code shall pay the prescribed fees
and apply to the Development Services Department on prescribed forms.
2. Unless the application is to renew a license in good standing for the succeeding year, the applicant
shall be examined as to their qualifications by the Building Official.
3. To be eligible to apply for a license, an applicant must meet the following minimum qualifications:
a. First ((e))Class ((e))Engineer/Boiler Operator and ((b))Boiler ((i))Inspector: Two years of practical
experience as a boiler operator in a high-pressure plant exceeding eight million BTU input.
b. Second ((e))Class ((e))Engineer/Boiler Operator: One year of practical experience as a high-
pressure boiler operator in a high-pressure plant exceeding four million BTU input.
c. Third ((e))Class ((e))Engineer/Boiler Operator: One year of practical experience.

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d. Small ((k))High-((p))Pressure ((b))Boiler ((e))Operator: Must pass the prescribed examination.

Deeembe#34—st))Explratlon of Licenses and Renewal.

a. Licenses in this code section are required to be renewed annually by December 315t

b. Alicense will expire and be deemed void if the annual license fee has not been paid by that date.

c. License exams must be retaken and passed to obtain a new license if an expired license is not
renewed by March 315t

C. Mechanics’ Licenses.
1. An applicant for any license to do work under the mechanical code shall pay the prescribed fees and
apply to the Development Services Department on prescribed forms.
2. The Building Official shall examine to determine the qualifications and fitness of original applicants
for licenses as a gas heating mechanic. The Building Official may similarly examine any applicant for
a renewal of such license.
3. To be eligible to apply for a license, an applicant must meet the following minimum qualifications:
a. Gas ((h))Heating ((m))Mechanic | or ((g))Gas (())Inspector I: No Requirements.
b. Gas ((kh))Heating ((m))Mechanic Il or ((g))Gas ((i))Inspector II: Must possess an active Gas
Mechanic | license.
4. “Gas fitting work” means the installation, alteration, extension, repair, or maintenance, from the outlet
of the gas meter of gas piping, venting, and appllances

Renewal.

a. Licenses in this code section are required to be renewed annually by December 315t

b. Alicense will expire and be deemed void if the annual license fee has not been paid by that date.

c. License exams must be retaken and passed to obtain a new license if an expired license is not
renewed by March 315t

D. Apprentices.
The Building Official may promulgate ((from—time—to—time)) rules for the licensing, registration, or
regulation, or apprentices in the various trades, consistent with federal and state law.

E. Registered Servicers.
An applicant for a license to test, maintain, and alter fire alarm systems, portable fire extinguishers, range
hood systems, sprinkler systems, standpipe systems, or underground critical materials storage tanks
must pay the prescribed fee and apply to the fire official. Proof of competency is by exam, demonstration,
or submittal of credentials as approved by the fire official.

F. Refueler Operator.
An applicant for a permit to operate an aircraft refueler vehicle must present to the fire official an
identification card issued by their employer certifying the applicant’s qualifications, as provided in (WEC
Section24023)) International Fire Code (IFC) Section 2006.5.3.

Section 2 of 3. That SMC section 08.02.0204 be amended to read as follows:

08.02.0204 Building Contractors and Workers

A. Fees are provided in the Development Fee Schedule.
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Section 3 of 3. That SMC section 10.29.032 be amended to read as follows:

10.29.032 Mechanical Contractor - Apprentices

No mechanical contractor may employ more than one apprentice for each licensed heating mechanic ((ef
oilburnerinstaller)) on the job, subject to rules promulgated under SMC 17G.010.200(D).

ORDINANCE NO. C36849

An ordinance relating to the Arts Commission; amending Sections 04.05.020, 04.05.030, and
04.05.040 of the Spokane Municipal Code.

WHEREAS, the Spokane Arts Commission was established in 1976; and

WHEREAS, the purpose of the Spokane Arts Commission is to “promote and encourage public
programs to further the development of public awareness of and interest in the fine and performing arts and
preservation of the cultural heritage of the City in connection with the artistic and cultural development of the
city”; and

WHEREAS, the City Council added a Council liaison to the Arts Commission through Resolution
2025-0119; and

WHEREAS, the administrative staff is working with the Arts Commission to develop an annual work
plan to be considered and approved by the City Council, similar to other City boards and commissions; and

WHEREAS, this ordinance updates the code to codify the annual work plan requirement, City Council
liaison, and guarantees at least two members from every Council district on the Arts Commission.

NOW, THEREFORE, the City of Spokane does ordain:
Section 1. That Section 04.05.020 of the Spokane Municipal Code is amended to read as follows:
Section 04.05.020 Appointment

A. adopt rules;

B. hold regular public meetings and keep a written record of its proceedings which is a public record;

C. initiate, sponsor or conduct, alone or in cooperation with other public or private agencies, public programs
to further the development and public awareness of, and interest in, the fine and performing arts, and

preservation of the cultural heritage of the City;

D. encourage donations and grants to the City for civic arts purposes, to advise the City regarding the receipt
of such donations and grants and transmit any funds so received to the City;

ORDINANCE NO. C36853

An ordinance related to the Salary Review Commission; amending sections 02.05.020, 02.05.040
and 02.05.050; and repealing section 02.05.070, all of the Spokane Municipal Code.

WHEREAS, on August 17, 2015, the Spokane City Council passed ORD C35292, creating the Salary
Review Commission; and

WHEREAS, the duty of the Salary Review Commission is to provide an independent body to base
salaries of the mayor, council president, and council members on ‘realistic standards’ so that elected officials
may be paid commensurately to the duties and responsibilities of their respective offices; and

WHEREAS, the City Council aims to give the Salary Review Commission time to complete thorough
analysis of peer jurisdictions and comparable private sector positions to inform their salary decisions.

NOW, THEREFORE, the City of Spokane does ordain:

Section 1. That Section 02.05.020 of the Spokane Municipal Code is amended to read as follows:
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Section 02.05.020 Membership — Term — Removal

A.

Membership. The commission shall consist of five members who are residents and registered voters of

the City. Appointment shall be as follows:

1. Three Commission members shall have experience in the field of personnel management, or a
demonstrated knowledge in the administration of compensation and benefits. Two Commission
members shall have experience in finance, business management, or other related fields that
demonstrate experience beneficial to the review of total compensation and establishment of salary.

2. All members shall be at-large appointments nominated by the mayor and appointed by the
city council.

3. Applications for positions to the salary review commission shall be reviewed by the City’s ethics
committee pursuant to SMC 1.04.170 as an advisory opinion for potential conflicts of interest or other
conflicts with the ethics code.

4. The ethics committee’s advisory opinion shall be filed with the mayor’s office and with the city council.

Term. Each member of the commission shall serve a ((feur-year)) two-year term, and no member shall
be appointed to more than two terms regardless of whether the terms are held consecutively.
1. More than ((twe-years)) one year of a ((feur-year)) two-year term shall count as a whole term.
2. Initial appointments shall be as follows:
a. Three members shall be appointed for a period of four years; and
b. Two members shall be appointed for two years.
3. All subsequent appointments or reappointments shall be for a ((feur-year)) two-year term.
4. Appointments may be made to complete an unexpired term in the event of a vacancy.

Removal. Commission members may only be removed during their terms of office by the city council with
a recommendation from the mayor for cause of:

incapacity,

incompetence,

neglect of duty,

malfeasance in office, or

for a disqualifying change in:

a. residence, or

b. voter status.

aRWON=

Compensation. Commission members shall serve without compensation.

Qualifications.

1. Officers, officials, and employees of the City and their immediate family members shall not be eligible
to serve on the commission.
a. For the purposes of this section, “immediate family member” shall mean a:

i. parent,
i. stepparent,
iii. in-law,
iv. spouse,
v. sibling,
vi. stepsibling,
vii.  child,
viii.  stepchild, or

ix. dependent relative of the officer, official or employee, whether or not living in the household of
the officer, official or employee.

Section 2. That Section 02.05.040 of the Spokane Municipal Code is amended to read as follows:
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Section 02.05.040 Duties

A.

It is the goal of the commission to base salaries of the mayor, council president, and council members
on realistic standards so that the elected officials may be paid according to the duties of their offices and
so that citizens of the highest quality may be attracted to public service. The commission shall have the
duty to review and establish the salary of the mayor, council president, and council members. The
commission shall study the relationship of total cost of compensation to the duties of the mayor, council
president, and council members.

A decision by the commission to change the salary of the mayor, council president or city council

members, shall be filed by the commission with the ((eity-elerk)) City Clerk by ((May-34st)) August 30th,
shall be final and shall become effective and incorporated into the ((eity)) City budget without further

action of the ((eity-couneil)) City Council or ((salary-commission)) Salary Review Commission.

. Any change of salary by the commission shall supersede any ordinance or resolution in effect at the time

the salaries are changed but only to the extent of such conflict.

. Salary increases established by the commission for the mayor, council president, and council members

shall be effective on the first pay period of the year following the decision of the commission and shall
apply to the mayor, council president, and all city council members regardless of their terms of office.

Salary decreases established by the commission shall become effective as to an incumbent mayor,
council president, or council member at the commencement of their next subsequent terms of office.

Section 3. That Section 02.05.050 of the Spokane Municipal Code is amended to read as follows:

Section 02.05.050 Operations of Commission

A.

The commission may establish its own rules of procedures consistent with the Spokane Municipal Code
and state law, which shall include a meeting schedule.

The commission shall ((arrually)) elect a chair and vice chair from its members.

. All meetings of the commission shall be open to the public.

1. At least one of the meetings shall include a public hearing held prior to the commission issuing a
decision regarding the establishment of salaries in order to provide an opportunity for the public and
the affected elected officials to address the commission.

. The commission shall meet to review the salary schedules of the mayor, council president, and council

members, during even numbered years and may meet more frequently on their own initiative or by a
motion of the city council.

1. ((

In determining the salaries for the mayor, council president, and council members, the commission shall
solicit information regarding the elected officials’ duties and responsibilities. The commission shall utilize
best-practice methodology for determining the elected official’s salary giving consideration to data and
other information gathered by the City’s Human Resources Department and Finance and Administration
Division and presented to the commission. The commission shall also consider each year information
regarding cost of living adjustments (COLA), including the COLA provided by the City to the Managerial
and Professional Association in its collective bargaining agreement. Prior to the commission issuing a
salary schedule, the commission may request additional financial information and other relevant data
from the appropriate ((eity)) City division or department.
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F. Three members of the commission shall constitute a quorum, and the affirmative vote of three members
shall be required to approve a salary schedule for the mayor, council president, and council members,
as well as all other matters of the commission.

G. The commission shall keep a written record of its proceedings, which shall be a public record in
accordance with state law.
1. The commission shall provide written documentation forming the basis for the salary schedule.

H. The commission shall be assisted in performing its duties by staff members; one budget staff member
from the city council office and one staff member from the ((human—reseurces—department)) Human
Resources Department assigned by the ((eity)) City administration and the City Council. The staff
members will research, review, and provide current data to the commission about any proposed salary
adjustment and may also make recommendations to the commission based on their research.

Section 4. That Section 02.05.070 of the Spokane Municipal Code is hereby repealed.

Section 5. Severability. If any section, subsection, sentence, clause, phrase, or word of this ordinance
should be held to be invalid or unconstitutional by a court of competent jurisdiction, such invalidity or
unconstitutionality thereof shall not affect the validity or constitutionality of any other section, subsection,
sentence, clause, phrase, or word of this ordinance.

Section 6. Clerical Errors. Upon approval by the city attorney, the city clerk is authorized to make
necessary corrections to this ordinance, including scrivener’s errors or clerical mistakes; references to other
local, state, or federal laws, rules, or regulations; or numbering or referencing of ordinances or their sections
and subsections.

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A. Collective Bargaining Agreements.

Application: Used to set forth the agreed upon terms and conditions for wages, hours and working
conditions of employment for represented employees.

Signatures: Shall be signed by the Mayor and the Director of Human Resources on behalf of the City.
Shall be approved as to form by the City Attorney's Office and attested by the City Clerk. In the absence
of these persons, CBA's may be signed by the persons acting for these positions.

Effective: Shall not be binding on the City until all appropriate City approvals have been executed.
Processing: The original copy shall be filed with the City Clerk and given a new file number. The
agreement shall be approved by the City Council. The City Clerk shall provide duplicate originals or
copies to the department and bargaining representative.

B. Memorandum of Understanding:

Application: Used to clarify or interpret existing collective bargaining agreements. Has no cost.
Signatures: Shall be signed on behalf of the City by the appropriate department head and the Director of
Human Resources or their respective designee. The affected employee and supervisor, as well as the
involved Human Resource Analyst, may also be signatories as appropriate.

Effective: Shall not be binding on the City until all appropriate City approvals have been executed.
Processing: The original copy shall be filed with the Human Resources Department. The Human
Resources Department shall provide duplicate originals or copies to the department and bargaining
representative.

C. Supplemental Agreement - Up To Current Minor Contract Threshold:

Application: Change to terms or conditions of an existing collective bargaining agreement. May involve
cost to the City up to the current minor contract threshold.

Signatures: Shall be signed by appropriate department head, the Director of Human Resources and the
City Administrator on behalf of the City. Shall be approved as to form by the City Attorney's Office and
attested by the City Clerk. In the absence of these persons, may be signed by the persons acting for
these positions.

Effective: Shall not be binding on the City until all appropriate City approvals have been executed.

Processing: The original copy shall be filed with the City Clerk and given the same file number as the
original contract. The original copy shall be accompanied by a minor contract summary form when filing
with the Clerk.

Shall be approved as to form by the City Attorney's Office and attested by
the City Clerk. In the absence of these persons, may be signed by the persons acting for these positions.

Effective: Shall not be binding on the City until all appropriate City approvals have been executed.
